REGULATION 4th B.H.M.S. : 02 :       Admission to the Examination :

2.1. No candidate shall be admitted to the Forth B.H.M.S. examination unless :

(a) He has passed the Third B.H.M.S. examination at least one year previously; and

(b) Has regularly attended the prescribed courses for the same  Theoretical and Practical in the subject of the examination over a period of at least one year in a recognized Homoeopathic College, subsequent to his passing the Third  B.H.M.S. Examination of the College.

REGULATION 4th B.H.M.S. : 03 :

 The Forth B.H.M.S. Examination shall be held at the end of  4 1/2 year of the                 B.H.M.S. course.

REGULATION 4th B.H.M.S. : 04 :

(4.1)
The Forth B.H.M.S. examination shall be held at the end of 4.1/2 years of B.H.M.S. Course.

(4.2)
The examination shall be written, practical including oral. 

 (4.3)
The examination in Practice of Medicine( including paediatrics, psychiatrics, and dermatology ) shall consist of Three  papers, one  bed side practical examination. One theory paper shall be exclusively on Homoeopathic therapeutics. The practical examination shall consist of clinical examination and oral. In the clinical examination the student shall be examined on his skill on the nosological and therapeutic diagnosis, through clinical examination, x-ray and other common diagnostic techniques and detailed case takings on long and short cases. The case reports  of students carried out during the course shall also be considered for the oral examination. 

(4.4)
The examination in Homoeopathjic Materia Medica shall consist of Two Theoretical Papers , One bed side practical examination. The bed side examination shall be one long case and one short case with special reference to their nosological diagnosis and therapeutic diagnosis from homoeopathic point of view.  The case reports  of students carried out during the course shall also be considered for the oral examination. 

(4.5)
The examination in Case taking and Repertory, shall consist of one theoretical paper, one practical examination. The  practical examination shall consist of the homoeopathic principles on case taking of  long case and one short case. and the methods of arriving at the Repertorial totality, through case analysis and actual repatriation. The skill of finding rubrics from Kent and Boehninghausen repertories. The case reports  of students carried out during the course shall also be considered for the oral examination. 

(4.6)
The examination in Organon of Medicine and principles of Homoeopathic philosophy  shall consist of Two Theoretical Papers , One practical examination. The practical examination shall be on homoeopathic orientation cases in relation to miasmatic diagnosis, general management, Posology, second prescription, etc.

(4.7)
The examination in Community Medicine including health education and family welfare shall consist of One theory paper and One oral examination.

            The oral examination shall be on spotting and identification of specimens and matters related to the community oriented problems. 

(4.6)
A candidate securing 75 per cent or above marks in any of the subjects shall be declared to receive honors in that subject provided he has passed the examination in first attempt. 

(4.7)
In order to pass forth B.H.M.S. examination a candidate shall have passed in all subjects of examination. 

(4.8)
Pass marks in all subjects both homoeopathic and allied medical subjects                        shall be 50% in each part (written, and practical including oral).

Forth year B.H.M.S. Regulation : 05 : Passing Regulation.

5.1. A candidate securing 75% or above marks in any subject shall be declared to           receive honors in that subject provided he/she has passed the examinations in the first attempt.

5.2  In order to pass the forth B.H.M.S. examination a candidate must pass in all the subject of the examination.

5.3  Passing marks in all the subjects both homoeopathic and allied subject shall be 50% in each part. ( Written , Practical including Oral )

Regulation 4th B.H.M.S. 06 :   Result and Readmission to examination :

(6.1)
Every candidate for admission to an examination shall 21 days before the date fixed for the commencement of the examination send to the authority concerned his application in the prescribed form along with the examination fee. 

(6.2)
As soon as possible after the examination the examining body shall publish a list of successful candidates arranged in the following manner :-

(a)
The names and roll numbers of the First ten candidates in order of merit, and 

(b)
The roll numbers of others arranged serially. 

(6.3)
Every candidate on passing shall receive a certificate in the from prescribed by the examining body concerned. 

(6.4)
A candidate who appears at the examination but fails to pass in a subject or subjects may be admitted to a supplementary examination in the subject or subjects of that part of the examination in which he has failed after six weeks from the publication of result of the prescribed fee along with an application in the prescribed form. 

(6.5)
If a candidate obtains pass marks in the subject or subjects at the supplementary examination he shall be declared to have passed at the examination as a whole. 

(6.6)
If such a candidate fails to pass in the subject of subjects at the supplementary examination he may appear in that subject or subjects again at the next annual examination on production of a certificate (in addition to the certificate required under the regulation) to the effect that he had attended to the satisfaction of the Principal, a further course of study during the next academic year in the subject or subjects in which he had failed, provided that all the parts of the examination shall be completed within four chances (including the supplementary one) from the date when the complete examination came into force for the first time. 

(6.7)
If a candidate fails to pass in all the subjects within the prescribed four chances, he shall be required to prosecute a further course of study in all the subjects and in all parts for one year to the satisfaction of the head of the college and appear for examination in all the subjects. 


Provided that if a student appearing for the IV B.H.M.S. examination has only one subject to pass at the end of prescribed chances, he shall be allowed to appear at the next examination in that particular subject and shall complete the examination with this special chance. 

(6.8)
All examinations shall ordinarily by held on such dates, time and places as the examining body may determine.

(6.9)
The examining body may, under exceptional circumstance, partially or wholly cancel any examination conducted by it under intimation to the Central Council of Homoeopathy and arrange for conducting re-examination in those subjects within a period of thirty days from the date of such cancellation.
